he cottage garden is informal, graceful and charming

in design; incorporating traditional materials, dense
plantings, and a mixture of ornamental and edible
plants. Early cottage gardens were practical gardens,
with an emphasis on vegetables and herbs, along with
some fruit trees, and perhaps a beehive. They became
more ornamental in nature for many years, including
traditional florist’s flowers, old-fashioned roses, simple
flowers like daisies, and flowering herbs. Cottage gardens
now include all sorts of plants, including ornamental
grasses. Free flowering perennials are still the mainstay,
along with self-sowing annuals, roses and herbs. Food
plants and bees are re-asserting themselves in these
gardens, along with chickens and even perhaps livestock!
